As regards to Association's sports activities, these remain under pressure for
wantof suitable ground. We have all the equipment but lack speed due to the fact that most of our members
are scattered at great distances from free play grounds and by the time they reach these free grounds others
are already there busy playing their games. So we have to do with what so ever we can manage to get hold
of.

Association had suggested that some centrally located ground like Talkatora Park in New Delhi
should be reserved exclusively for the persons with disabilities, at the least once a month in the motning.
We are along with others NGOs working for the welfare of the persons with disabilities, again taking up the
matter with the authorities concerned. Hopefully, this will be done and we shall be able to arrange our
sports and games better.

As for the Association’s participation in national events and performance there at, it is fully well
known that in an unkindest cut, the hand that fed it, has been bitten by the monopolistic apex sports
organization. It has to be remembered that it was this Association which helped form this organization,
nurtured and nourished it during its early formative years and differences not withstanding white there
was an educated and erudite person at the helm of its affairs, the Association continued to be part and
parcel of the organization which ithad fathered.

Zonal Charapionships could not be organized. We plan to organize these during the remaining period of
the current year,
